$901.26 profit for Oct., 2011 

$5,539.02 profit for YTD (since July 1, 2011) 

 

SCRIP REQUIREMENT: 

Each school family is asked to buy an average 

of $200 in SCRIP gift certificates per month or 

$1,800 total per school year. The most popular 

gift certificates are Dillons and Walmart, where 

it is assumed most families spend more than 

$200 a month on necessities such as groceries 

and gas. There are gift certificates available for 

numerous other businesses in Dodge City as 

well. Families will incur a $6 fee for every $200 

that they are below $1,800 (maximum of $54). 

To avoid this charge please purchase any 

SCRIP cards up to the $1,800 minimum.   

 

Families buy the certificates with money that 

would have been spent for food, gasoline, or 

other items. You lose no purchasing power, but 

the school receives a percentage for each card 

or certificate that you buy. If you have any 

 

Sacred Heart welcomed Bishop 

John Brungardt to our all-school 

Mass on All-Saints Day.
